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Introduction
Over the years the Mississippi MUDDS have had the opportunity to work on a variety of shows, from musicals to murder mysteries.

The proposal process has 2 stages.  

Stage 1: Initial package 

It is the responsibility of the proposer (you) to complete the Show Proposal Package (SPP) and provide it to the Show Development Office (SDO).   The SDO will work with you to ensure your SPP is as complete and up to date as possible.  Their role is to provide advice and guidance.  It is not their role to find people to work on your production.  While they may be able to provide names and advice, that is your responsibility.  The SDO will advise you as to when proposals are being accepted by the board and if they feel your proposal/script should be work-shopped before being sent to the board.

Stage 2: Proposal Submitted to Board

At this stage your proposal is ready to be submitted to the board for acceptance as a regular MUDDS production.  This would mean either as a singer, player or full member production. 

Your proposal will show the Board you are serious, your team is experienced and competent, and the show is suitable for the MUDDS.

The SDO will coordinate with you and the board on the time to present your proposal. 

At the time of your proposal the board is not expecting for you to have booked the town hall etc, but they are expecting you to have a complete understanding of what it will take to produce your show.

If the board accepts your proposal they will work with you and the SDO to ensure the show is scheduled at an appropriate time.  They will also set a date for you to return to the board with your final timelines, budgets and production crew.
The Board’s Responsibilities

The Board has to ensure that the proposed show will be:

a)      FUN for the members;

b)     FUN for the audience;

c)      NOT a great money loser.

The questions they will ask of the package and the presenter will include the following…

d)     Is the Director experienced and capable? If not, is there an experienced Director coaching?

e)      Is the Producer experienced and capable? If not, is there an experienced Producer coaching?

f)       Is the script of a suitable nature for the Mudds members?

g)      Is the script of a suitable nature for the town?

h)      Is the budget reasonable, based on past show experience?

i)        Is the number of members involved sufficient to justify the production?

j)       Is the schedule reasonable?

k)     Will the production encourage, promote, and develop new ideas and new members?

l)        Will the production conflict with other shows or resources, or events in town?
